Whilst residents do sometimes advise us of anti-social behaviour, in particular speeding along New Court Rd, this must be reported to the Police on 101 or via the Kent Police website. In September, they only received one call on nuisance vehicles/ASB vehicles and in October there were only two calls logged. They are aware of the issues of speeding along New Court Rd, and it is being monitored and speed checks carried out when possible but more logs to them, confirms the problem.
They have carried out a couple of speed checks during October but todate have not caught any speeding drivers. 

An application for grant funding via FCC is in the process of being completed for solar panels for the Old School Community Centre.  You may recall that a previous application to another company was declined due to over subscription.
Whilst we previously requested via KCC Highways, that the barriers on the bend of the hill be extended, they have advised a detailed review of verified crash data, site conditions and national design standards has been carried out, and the findings show the current barrier already covers the highest risk section of the road – the sharp right hand bend with the steep drop off.  Most past incidents have been linked to driver behaviour, such as speeding or loss of control, rather than the road’s design and infrastructure itself.  They will continue to monitor the location closely and if crash patterns change or any new hazards emerge, they can revisit the need for further safety measures in the future.

As a reminder, we do have a dedicated flag master for the flag at the war memorial gardens. Any changes to the flag should only be carried out with prior agreement with the Parish Council. Un-authorized use is not permitted.  If you would like the flag lowered, please give me a call. 

We still have two vacancies for volunteer parish councillors.  If you might be interested, please give me a call for an informal chat.
We are hoping to organize a pop-up photo session within the next few weeks for those of you that missed the opportunity to be “snapped” for the photo exhibition. If you would like to be included, let me know.  

Aylesford Football Club have approached us regarding the possibility of using the recreation ground and the former changing rooms at the Old School Community Centre for some of their players.  We wait an action plan from them as work is required to the buildings to ensure that they are safe condition to use.

The TMBC Local Plan consultation will open to the public on 10 November 2025. This is the opportunity to have your say on the village and surrounding area. 
Car Parts (possibly range/land rover) found in Church Street car park in April 2025. If you think that they may belong to yourself, please give me a call on the number below.
Just for clarification, the Parish Council are not responsible for all aspects of village life. Speeding, anti-social behaviour, theft, burglary is under the remit of Kent Police, KCC Highways are responsible for pot-holes, vegetation over the highway/pavements, drainage, street light faults/road carriageway repairs and road markings to name a few.  TMBC are responsible for kerbside refuse collection and emptying the general rubbish bins and road cleansing. The Parish Council are responsible for Bell Lane car park, Church Street car park, the recreation ground and the war memorial (and gardens). The above is not a conclusive list, if you have a problem, but are not sure who to contact, give me a call – I may not be able to help directly – but hopefully can point you in the right direction.
