As a reminder, funeral flowers at the War Memorial Gardens: We have never refused permission for families to place funeral flowers at the war memorial.  However, permission should be requested via the Clerk, so that the removal rules can be explained and contact details provided. 

There is no update on the plan of action for the Old School Community Outbuildings from Aylesford Football Club.  We are hoping to receive their plan very soon. 

During early March 2026, a lorry load of compost should be available for the allotment holders. Charges for this compost will be charged back to those allotment holders that incorporate the compost on their individual allotments.  
The stile at the left-hand corner of the recreation ground is in the process of being replaced with a wooden gate.  The same contractors will be replacing the post in the fence line on New Court Rd (Court Meadow). 
We are obtaining quote for the part re-surfacing of the Old School Community Centre, with a view of having the work carried out in the Spring.
As a reminder, Bell Lane does get very busy during drop off and collection times around the school.  Inconsiderate parking has been reported to the Police. TMBC parking enforcement officers have also been advised. We have been advised that a number of children/adults have been clipped by cars reversing where drivers have not been paying attention. The speed limit in Bell Lane and Court Rd is 20mph. PLEASE ENSURE THAT YOU PARK WITH CONSIDERATION, BE VERY AWARE OF YOUR SURROUNDINGS AND STICK TO THE SPEED LIMIT!!!!
We are looking at replacing the CCTVs in both Bell Lane and Church Street car parks. The existing cameras are over 10-year-old and the technology is very out of date. Hopefully, new cameras will be installed during the Spring. 

Due to the wet weather, potholes have appeared on many of the roads in Burham.  If you notice a pothole, please let me know and I will report to KCC Highways, who are the authority responsible for fixing them. The one in Bell Lane between the car park and the doctors and the one at the start of Pilgrims Way (split road) have already been reported to them 
We still have one vacancy for a volunteer parish councillor. If you are interested, please give me a call.
