A medical emergency happened in the village in Rochester Rd late March and the defibrillator at the Parish Office was utilized. Whilst the air ambulance was in attendance (touched down in the recreation ground), it was not needed.  The gentleman in question was transported by ambulance to Medway hospital where he is recovering. Many thanks to those local residents who assisted with CPR and using the device, potentially saving the gentlemen’s life. Due to the use of the defibrillator, it is now currently unavailable for use, replacement pads have been ordered. 
The new refuse bin in front of the skate ramp has finally been installed after several months of delays.

Aylesford football club plan regarding the Old School Community Centre changing rooms: There has been no update on this.
The compost was delivered to the allotments in early March.    
Old School Community Centre car park: The work has now been carried out by Wilson Tarmac.  
Trenport (Property Holdings Ltd) have gone into administration as previously reported. It was very much an unknown entity and a wait and see scenario regarding the local planning applications. This may also apply to the lease on Court Meadow which is due to expire in June 2026.
Crime numbers remain low for Burham.  However, please still report any problems to 101 or via the Kent Police website.  A Police surgery was held in the Windmill Pub on 2 April – “chat with a copper over a cuppa”. 

Whilst we have requested that the road markings request to be refreshed: from top of Bull Lane, Eccles up to split section of Pilgrims Way and junction of Rochester Rd/New Court Rd including the zebra crossing, KCC have advised that either the area has been risk assessed and deemed no action necessary or due to limited funding they will not be addressed.  

We are in the process of ordering a new union flag for the war memorial flagpole.  The existing flag looks a little tatty.
Tree work is scheduled to be carried out around the village during April by Tree Surgeons of Kent. 

A TEAMS meeting took place with KCC Highways and representatives from the Parish Council regarding the Highway Improvement Plan (HIP).  The meeting was very productive and whilst there are certainly no guarantees, they are taking forward the poor 20 mph speed signs in Court Rd, the no right turn at Church Street (from Wouldham) which is being ignored and the potential safety concerns of pedestrians and others with the increased traffic on Burham Court Rd due to the development of the site north and west of St Mary’s Church.

We are still reviewing the information/quotes regarding new CCTV for Bell Lane and Church Street car parks and it is hoped that a decision will be made soon.

We still have one vacancy for a volunteer parish councillor. If you are interested, please give me a call.
