Cllr Young was elected Chair at the May meeting, with Cllr Stead as Vice-chair.
We have submitted to C/Cllr Kennedy a members grant application for £500 towards the new CCTV, together with the £1000 from the Police Property Fund as reported last month.
We still await a formal written proposal from Trenport regarding the purchase of Court Meadow.  They have indicated that other small pieces of land along New Court Rd may also be available to purchase, but until we have a plan and written proposal nothing can be confirmed. 
Aylesford football club plan regarding the Old School Community Centre changing rooms: Whilst, they feel that the site has great potential, they are currently awaiting the outcome of a planning application for new changing rooms which they would need to know before they could commit to any funding to bring our pitch and changing rooms up to a good specification. Hopefully, Aylesford Football Club should know more information in June.

The chosen contractor for the new CCTV in Bell Lane and Church Street car parks (StarTech Communications) has been contacted and advised that pending grant funding being secured, the contract has been awarded to them.
At the request of the Cook Foundation, the Parish Council has agreed to nominate Culand Quarries as an asset of Community Value via TMBC. The area is a nature reserve, in an AONB (Area of Outstanding Nature Beauty), SSSI (Site of Special Scientific Interest) and RIGS (Regionally Important Geological Site) and are critical part of Burham history and should be kept as a nature reserve and conservation area for generations to come.  
Fossils (some over 100 million years old) have been found in Culand quarries that have not been found anywhere else on earth.
The Parish Office will be closed from Monday 25 May (Bank holiday) until Fri 5 June – reopening on Monday 8 June at 10.00 am.
