Sohrab Peerbaccus, Chair of Tonbridge & Malling Independent Advisory Group (IAG) attended our June meeting. The IAG are a group of community volunteers who work alongside Kent Police to support and improve policing services across the county. They are considered to be a “critical friend” of the Police.    Basically, the IAG members are to liaise with the Police and local community members, working together in all aspects of making the community safer. Meetings would be held with the Police quarterly, connecting all groups together. Sohrab was looking for volunteer(s) from the community to join the IAG Group. If you may be interested, please give me a call.

As advised previously, Trenport Property Holdings are in administration. We do not have much information regarding the approved planning applications locally, including Bell Lane, Land at Eccles (Bushey Wood) and Peters Village southern extension, other than it appears that the planning approved as lapsed for the Southern Extension.  This is being looked at by the TMBC planning officers and with that the future of the chalk mound. Any action for any of the applications will now be through the administrators. 
There is also no update regarding the purchase of Court Meadow.

The grant application for the solar panels at the Old School Community Centre was successful. Work is scheduled to commence mid-July.

KCC Highways have declined our request for an extension to the footway Burham Court Rd/Court Rd/Old Church Rd.  However, they have advised that they would be prepared to add a “pedestrians in road” sign on Burham Court Rd junction with New Court Rd to alert drivers to the fact that there might be pedestrians in the road. Not ideal, but the footway extension was a long- shot.
They have also advised that additional 20mph measures can be installed in Court Rd/Bell Lane.  They are currently working on a scheme design for the installation of roundel road markings and signage. More details to follow. 
We have over the last couple of months experienced anti-social behaviour in relation to the bins in the recreation ground. The liners have been removed from three bins by persons unknown. If you see any suspicious, please let me know and all any social behaviour anywhere in the village should be reported to the Police on 101 or via their website. 

Although we have not managed to secure grant funding from the Police Property Fund for the new CCTVs in Bell Lane and Church Street car parks (it was oversubscribed), C/Cllr Kennedys grant application was approved.  The new CCTVs should be installed over the coming months.

The Parish Council has nominated Culand Quarries as an asset of Community Value via TMBC – we await information from TMBC.

Also, the asset of Community Value on the Windmill Public House expires mid-July. We have agreed to renominate. This will be the 3rd nomination for the Windmill Public House to remain on the asset list.  Each nomination lasts 5 years.
